This is a change from what was said in our summer newsletter which indicated that even kids would
have to pay for listings.

LIONS AND BEARS
A little reminder for old-timers and introduction for newcomers: this isn’t called Bear

Mountain for nothing. We do have bears here, though now they should be hibernating. We also have
mountain lions from time to time, and they do not hibernate–they hunt deer and other animals year-
round, whether there is snow or not. The lions that hang around here avoid people, but you should
keep your pets in at night, and not let small children play outside in the woods unsupervised,
especially at twilight  when deer are active and lions might be hunting them.

SPRUCE BUDWORM AERIAL SPRAYING
There have been increasingly heavy infestations of spruce budworms (and the moths they

become) the last  two years, resulting in spreading damage to the spruce and fir trees of our area. Next
year’s hatch will be even larger and more widespread, and many trees had significant damage last
year. To avoid serious tree loss and minimize the forest fire hazard on Bear Mountain, an aerial
spraying program is being set  up. This is the only effective way to deal with the problem. The spray
is a bacterial agent that is very specific to the budworms, and harmless to birds, mammals and other
creatures. It is NOT a toxic chemical spray. It would be applied in late May or early June when the
buds open and the worms hatch. We're making a list of all people who have expressed interest, so
please let us know if you have a lot  of these tree species. More details will be in a future newsletter.
